
We expect that you have heard about the incident that happened towards 
the end of last half term. One of our students jumped off the Shoreham 
Arm and broke her spine in eleven places. Three of these fractures are 
considered serious enough to put this student at risk of permanent 
paralysis. 
We are all very saddened and upset by this incident and it led us to 
enquire further as to whether other students might engage in this

worrying number of our students do participate in this activity; indeed 
there were a number of other Shoreham Academy students present when 
this recent incident happened. Our response has been to invite in 
representatives from the RNLI, Coastguards and Shoreham Port 
Authority to give a strong message to all of our students about the risks 
involved.  They have attended all of our assemblies this week. One of the 
contributors was actually called to support when the incident happened 
and could give a very powerful message about just how dangerous 
tombstoning is. We hope that parents will join us in warning students 
about tombstoning, especially by emphasizing the many alternative 

enjoyable but safe activities that young people can 
engage in during the hot weather. We sincerely hope 
that we do not have to find ourselves in this situation 
again in the future. 
We would like to publically thank the members of 
our vital local services who have attended our 
assemblies this week. It has helped us appreciate the 
fantastic work they do.
