As you will know, our new building is unaffected by the recent government cuts to the BSF program. 
Approximately £32 million is being invested into state of the art facilities which will transform the 
learning environment we can provide. We would like to thank everyone who has supported this project, 
and everyone who will be working on it through to completion. Parental concerns will be whether there 
will be any disruption to learning and we are able to re-assure you that the location of the new building 
has been carefully thought through to avoid this. Students will continue to study in the existing buildings 
until Easter 2012 and we will start using the new facilities in the summer term 2012. GCSE students will 
be given priority in movement across to new classrooms with full consideration of their particular needs. 
There will inevitably be some changes to the P.E. curriculum during the build period as we will 
temporarily lose our all weather pitch and outdoor fields, all presently located on the main site. Our

sports to continue while we wait for the new facilities. Work at Middle Road will include full security to 
the site, emergency shelter, storage, WC and pitch preparation. Students will be fully supervised when 
they make the short journey from our main site to the field. When full facilities are delivered they will 
include a new sports hall with spectator seating for 450 and a floodlit all weather pitch ɀ so the 
temporary inconvenience during the build period will be well worth it! 
Our contractors, Balfour Beatty, are working within planning regulations that ensure disruption to the 
local community during the build is kept to a minimum. We would like to thank everyone who may be 
affected for their patience and understanding. We will be ensuring that the new facilities offer real 
community benefits alongside the obvious benefits to our students. 
The artist impression of the new school gives an indication of what to expect in 2012. As the build 
commences and progresses, we will keep you fully informed through our web site.

Sleep is a topic that is close to the hearts of most teenagers, and in A2 Psychology the students actually 
get to study sleep as part of the course. To support this topic, the Psychology department organises an 
annual trip to a sleep research centre in Guildford where students get to learn more about sleep, why we 
need to sleep and what happens when we are asleep. The students were treated to a tour of the research 
centre, were given a talk on sleep and tried out some of the tests that the centre uses. Finally all the 
visitors (including Mr Smith) were wired up to computers to monitor their brain activity as they dozed 
in the environmentally controlled sleep labs. The staff at the research centre were really welcoming and 
generous with their time, and the students had a great time reinforcing their knowledge of sleep and 
seeing some of the practical uses of their subject.
