Once again the students have 
come up trumps and produced a staggering 73 care parcels for 
the homeless in the area.

Learning for Life  
The Academy has, for the last three years, acted as a hub for West Sussex Adult Education both 
for evening classes on a Wednesday as well as several taster classes which are held on a Saturday, 
generally once a term. 
One of these taster days was held recently on November 22nd and a number of classes were held, 
such as Thai cookery, beaded jewellery making, still life drawing, creative writing and digital 
photography.

The Academy is also part of the Family Learning Partnership and we offer two courses on the same 
taster Saturdays, one in Art and the other in Science for students in Year 5 attending our local family 
cluster for schools. The Academy played host to some twenty children and their parents on the day and 
everyone thoroughly enjoyed themselves.

They then had the 
opportunity to get to grips with using some of the equipment used in science laboratories by 
performing some universal science procedures. The future students also got a further taste of what 
secondary school science is all about by planning, carrying out, concluding and evaluating a complete 
science investigation. The young ones got to practise those all-important practical skills whilst the 
parents brushed up on their knowledge, ready to help out with any science homework of the future!  
Children and parents joined forces and battled against other families in a tense and exciting 
demonstration of scientific ingenuity, as each group rose to the construction challenge of the final 
session. With a strictly controlled set of building materials, each family fought their hardest to build the 
tallest, strongest and most decorative structures of the day. A great day was had by all. Lots of new 
scientific skills were learned (or remembered!) by everyone, and some amazing structures were 
built...especially the one that reached the ceiling!
